Advising:  I advise 18 musical theatre majors, 17 dance minors, 
Mentoring:  Each week students who are having difficulty in class schedule thirty minute mentoring 

appointments. I average two or three students per week who are having difficulty just that week.

· Center for Teaching and Learning Improvement Grant, USD: February 2014.  This was a travel grant to bring in guest artist Chet Walker.  Walker is an expert in the Bob Fosse style of musical theatre dance.  Walker is one of only three remaining teachers of the style who are considered “first generation” Fosse trained dancers.  He studied with Fosse for 25 years and has embodied knowledge to which we want USD musical theatre dancers to have access.     Funded.
· Center for Teaching and Learning Improvement Grant, USD: March 2011.  This was a travel grant to participate in two workshops at the Liz Lerman Dance Exchange Summer Dance Institute in Tacoma Park, Maryland.    Funded.
· Center for Teaching and Learning Teaching Improvement Grant, USD: September 2010.  The core of the project was to collect naturalistic data of student impression of the clarity, usefulness and engage-ability of a new textbook. 

· Center for Teaching and Learning Teaching Improvement Grant, USD: October 2007.  The core of the project was focused on providing USD students in general and performance students in the Theatre Department in particular with the opportunity to work with a master teacher of dance in a series of jazz dance workshops.  

Non-classroom teaching: 
THEA 494: Internship: This course is designed to allow students to practice production skills in a profession/semi-professional setting off campus.  Students gain valuable insight into how to integrate studio course work into real-world settings as well as begin developing essential networks with industry professionals. My role is to identify for students internship opportunities, write letters of recommendation, mentor students in the preparation of audition materials, attend performances, and communicate with the student’s immediate supervisor at the internship site.
THEA 491/791: Independent Study: This course is designed to allow students to investigate topics/questions relating to their field of developing expertise in more breadth and depth. Students create an initial syllabus for the course including: description of the problem to be investigated, goals and objectives, assessment activities, timeline for completion, and form of reporting the results.  The student and I then confer and negotiate any changes to the course syllabus.
Production Lab: This is our “lab” where students integrate their course work and artistic vision into an artistically coherent product for public viewing.  They are learning their art and craft on an “apprenticeship model.”  As the Department Choreographer and one of several Directors, I work with students in Production Lab a minimum of four productions a year; more if I am called on to serve as a movement coach or fight choreographer.

· New York Showcase 2013: I accompanied three senior students to New York City where they presented their creative scholarship to peers form around the nation and to industry professional.  
· Washington Pavilion Husby Performing Arts Center: escorted 15 students to Time Capsule: A Century of Dance performed by the Repertory Dance Theatre, January 2009.  This event coincided with the introductory course in Modern Dance Technique being introduced into our curriculum for the first time.  Students were able to observe peak performing professionals doing what they, the students, were about to start learning.
